Mr. Andring moved and Ms. Czaplewski seconded to approve the agenda for the meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Mr. Vrchota moved and Ms. Zimmer seconded to approve the minutes of the March 6, 2019 regular meeting.  All voted aye the motion carried.

New Business:
a.) Ms. Shannon Randall, Goodview Farmers Market Manager, requested funding from the EDA for the 2019 market to help with various programs that will be taking place this year.  The first market was held May 6 had 11 vendors.  Two of the vendors sold out so there was good attendance.   Ms. Randall is trying to promote the market in the Winona area this year in addition to Goodview.  The Power of Produce Program (PoP) is no longer being funded from SHIP.  This is a popular program with approximately $1,500 in Market purchases in 2018.    Mr. Vrchota motioned and Ms. Zimmer seconded to donate $1,000 to the Goodview Farmers Market.  Mr. Vrchota amended the motion and Ms. Zimmer seconded to make the $1,000 donation a line-item in the EDA budget for future years as well.   All voted aye and the motion carried. 
b.) Ms. Mack gave the EDA Coordinator’s Report detailing what she has been working on.  There are several grant applications that are being submitted.  The City did recently receive a $9,600 grant from the Minnesota Twins that will go towards dugout covers at both Goodview Park and Memorial Park.  This is a matching grant, so the City will contribute the other half of $9,600.  Discussion ensued regarding various grants that are being pursued to resurface and refurbish the basketball court at Memorial Park.  Competition is very heavy for many of these grants.   Ms. Mack will be submitting press releases on both the Minnesota Twins grant award and the funding the EDA awarded to Roccos for their recent remodeling.
c.) Mr. Matejka reviewed the EDA Financial Report through April 30, 2019. 

Old Business:  Updates on the Sundown project and what the future plans are for the Remlinger property on Service Drive were discussed.

Other Business:   Mr. Matejka informed the board that Ms. Gerry submitted her resignation from the City effective May 14.
