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The virtual meeting was called to order by Mr. Dick Ledebuhr at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:  Mr. Dick Ledebuhr, Ms. Ashley Czaplewski, Mr. Charlie Andring, and Ms. Alice Zimmer were present.  

City Staff Present:  City Administrator Mr. Dan Matejka, and Ms. Donna Mack of CEDA

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Ms. Czaplewski moved and Ms. Zimmer seconded to approve the agenda for the meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Mr. Andring moved and Ms. Czaplewski seconded to approve the minutes of the March 11, 2020 regular meeting, and the April 29, 2020 special meeting.  All voted aye the motion carried.

New Business:
a.) Ms. Nancy Brown of the Winona Community Foundation (WCF), which is a 501c3 entity, gave a presentation on how the WCF could work together with the City to create a Goodview Community Foundation (GCF).  She indicated that at this time there are no smaller communities under WCF, but a goal of the WCF is to grow its philanthropy fundraising in this area.  Ms. Brown said her organization is here to support the City by reducing the duplication of services such as paperwork, and that the WCF can do what SMIF can do for the City.  She pointed out there are two basic options Goodview could take by working with the WCF; the first is to be set up as a Supporting Organization of the WCF where we would have our own Board, the second would be as a Designated Fund which would be under the umbrella of the WCF with no actual Board, but maybe an Advisory Board to the WCF.  It was stressed to Ms. Brown that Goodview wants to have its own identity, and if we went with her organization we would have to be branded as Goodview but linked to the WCF.  Finally it was pointed out to Ms. Brown that SMIF does offer a startup donation to any new community foundation, of which she said WCF has a 20% match to any initial funds deposited.  The EDA and members of the Goodview Business Association will try to get together in the near future to discuss the whole concept of creating a Goodview Community Foundation.
b) Ms. Mack gave the EDA Coordinator’s Report detailing what she has been working on.  She indicated the majority of her time in all of her cities has been working on emergency loans for small businesses affected by the COVID-19.  She thanked Councilmember and EDA President Dick Ledebuhr for reaching out to many of the small businesses in Goodview.  It meant a lot to them.  Concerning the new Emergency COVID-19 Loan established by the Goodview EDA in April, Ms. Mack pointed out so far there has only been one applicant.  
c) Mr. Andring moved and Ms. Czaplewski seconded to approve the Financial Reports through April 30, 2020.  All voted aye and the motion carried. 


Old Business:
	The names of Mr. Josh Harrison (Knitcraft) and Ms. Angela Modjeski (Merchants Bank) were mentioned as possible replacements for Mr. Jim Vrchota on the EDA Board.  Both individuals are also residents of Goodview.  Mr. Matejka will reach out to both of them, and will report back in July.

Other Business:
Mr. Matejka informed the EDA that the City received a $30,000 grant from the Statewide Health Improvement Partnership (SHIP) for the City’s Comprehensive Plan.  The grant was submitted by LiveWell Winona on the City’s behalf.  The City had budgeted $20,000 for this project, so now those funds may be used for other purposes in the City.  With the additional funds, the City plans to have the consulting firm working on the project facilitate at least two public forums on the project.

Mr. Andring moved and Ms. Czaplewski seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye the motion carried.
