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The meeting was called to order by Mr. Dick Ledebuhr at 5:15 p.m.

Mr. Vrchota moved and Mr. Andring seconded to approve the agenda for the meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Mr. Andring moved and Ms. Zimmer seconded to approve the minutes of the May 8, 2019 regular meeting.  All voted aye the motion carried.

New Business:

a.) Ms. Mack gave the EDA Coordinator’s Report detailing what she has been working on.  There are several grant applications that are being submitted.  The City did recently receive a $3,000 grant from the Morey Miller Athletic Foundation for the rebuilding of the basketball court at Memorial Park. Riteway canvas will make and install the canvas dugouts from the grant received from the Minnesota Twins but will not have them in time for Goodview Days.  They will be put up in Spring.  Unfortunately, we were not awarded the DNR Federal Recreational Trail Program grant nor the DNR local Trail Connection Grant.
b.) Mr. Ledebuhr recommended Stan Ferguson Trucking to receive the 2019 Business Appreciation Award.  After a short discussion Mr. Vrchota motioned and Ms. Zimmer seconded to present the award to Stan Ferguson Trucking.  All voted aye the motion carried.  Mr. Matejka and Ms. Haedtke will order the plaque which will be presented at the November meeting.
c.) The City Administrator gave an overview of Resolution No. 0005, a Resolution requesting that the Common Council of the City of Goodview, MN levy taxes for the Goodview Economic Development Authority.  Mr. Andring moved and Mr. Vrchota seconded to approve Resolution No. 005.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
d.) Mr. Matejka reviewed the EDA Financial Report through December 31, 2018 and June 30, 2019.  Mr. Vrchota motioned to approve the report, seconded by Ms. Zimmer.  All voted aye the motion carried.
e.) Mr. Ledebuhr invited the EDA Board to the City Council Meeting on Monday, July 15th, to listen to a presentation given by the Economic Development Committee of the Winona Area Chamber of Commerce.  
f.) Mr. Ledebuhr entertained a motion to re-appoint Ms. Zimmer to the EDA Board for another term which will run through December 31, 2025.  Mr. Andring motioned, seconded by Mr. Vrchota.  All voted aye motion carried.  Ms. Zimmer accepted.  

Old Business:  Ms. Mack spoke to the two grants not received in her report at the beginning of the meeting.

Other Business:   Ms. Zimmer gave an overview of the grant that Minnesota State College Southeast received for the Precision Machining Program.  This grant gives high school students the opportunity to earn high school credits and college credits at the same time.  They are also in the process of writing another grant to be able to give local businesses this same opportunity to upgrade their skills or for their employees to learn a new skill.  Ms. Zimmer requested a letter of support from the Goodview EDA to go along with this grant. Ms. Zimmer will draft a letter and it will be reviewed prior to submission.  Mr. Vrchota motioned and Mr. Andring seconded to submit a letter of support.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Mr. Andring reported the Mr. Remlinger donated $3,250 to the VFW to use for Honor Flight recipients.  This money was raised from people visiting his Car Museum during last year’s car auction.  He charged $10 per person to enter the museum and all proceeds were donated.  He plans to do this again this year.

 Mr. Vrchota moved and Ms. Zimmer seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye the motion carried.
