Anything beyond 54th Avenue would be funded by the City.  Discussion ensued regarding possible safety issues with the trail crossing highly traveled roads.  No plans need to be submitted with the grant so there is time to work on details.
· Mr. Andring moved and Mr. Meyer seconded to approve the election of EDA Board Officer positions for 2018 as presented:  Mr. Ledebuhr, President; Ms. Czaplewski, Vice President; Ms. Zimmer, Treasurer; and Mr. Meyer, Secretary. All voted aye and the motion carried.  
· Mr. Matejka shared the EDA’s financial report through December 31, 2017 with the Board.  The City received its second tax payment for the year causing the revenue side to increase from the last report.  The estimated balance at this time is $81,373.  

Old Business:  Mr. Ledebuhr inquired if anything new has transpired regarding the Winona business looking to potentially relocate to Goodview.  Mr. Matejka indicated there has been no word despite the City reaching out to them.  He will reach out to them again this week.  He also clarified from the November 27 meeting that the term length for EDA Board members is four years.
