Mr. Charlie Andring moved and Ms. Alice Zimmer seconded to approve the minutes of the January 10, 2018 EDA meeting. All voted aye and the motion carried. 

New Business:
· The Goodview EDA Coordinator’s Report was given by Ms. Donna Mack of CEDA. The following items were highlighted:
· The Federal Bike Trail Grant application has been submitted.
· The Local Trail Connections Grant application was submitted today for review.
· CEDA’s Marketing in the Morning was held in February at Hoff Celebration of Life Center.
· Met with a local business regarding expansion/renovation and possible funding options.
· There has been some interest in the Winona Excavating property.
· Mr. Matejka shared the EDA’s financial report through December 31, 2017 and February 28, 2018 with the Board.  Nothing changed from the last time the committee saw the report.

There was no Old Business.

Other Business:   
· Outdoor Family Movie Night:  Ms. Melissa Gerry shared that the next Outdoor Family Movie Night has been scheduled for Friday, June 1.  The date was double checked to be sure it didn’t coincide with other big events in the area (i.e. WSHS graduation, Winona Park Rec).   Ms. Andrea Eisner, Principal at Goodview Elementary, has agreed to allow the students to vote on the movie selection.   Ms. Gerry is also in communication with the Goodview PTA to see if they have an interest in running the concession stand.  If they do not, the Goodview Business Association is willing to do it again.  The City would like to make this into a whole evening event since sundown is not until close to 8:30 p.m.   Ideas have been to have various City vehicles (i.e.; a plow truck, police car, and fire truck) on-site for the kids to tour.  Concessions would start about 6:00 p.m.   The Wood-Fired Pizza food truck has signed up to be at the event.  The City will also look into other food vendors who may want to participate. Mr. Matejka shared that he would like to get a couple of banners made to hang from the fences of both baseball fields advertising the event.  We will be putting together a solicitation letter with donation levels this year.  The thought would be to send to various Goodview businesses as well as local vendors that the City uses frequently.  Last year the cost was $2,000 to hold the event.    Mr. Dennis Meyer asked if we would be having other entertainment prior to the movie.  Ms. Gerry is open for ideas and asked for the committee to share any they may have.
· Farmers Market:  The Farmers Market Committee has had two meetings so far.  Ms. Shannon Randall is overseeing the market this year.   We are currently looking for vendors.  As an incentive to get more vendors, the committee decided that the first Thursday that a vendor participates will be free.  This gives them a chance to try it.  Fees did not increase and will be the same as last year - $50 for the season or $10 per time to a max of $50.  So far, one new vendor and two of the vendors from last year have committed for this year.   Hours last year were 3:30 p.m. to 6:30 p.m.  This year the market will be open from 3 p.m. to 6:30 p.m. based on feedback that some customers wanted it open earlier.   The Elks have once again allowed us to use their parking lot and have donated funds for a storage shed for us to use on the property.  The City received a SHIP grant for approximately $500 to purchase a few more sandwich boards for marketing and $200 for Facebook advertising.   The City is currently working to obtain more funding to do a billboard.  At this time, depending on weather, the committee is looking to potentially begin the Farmers Market in mid-May.  
· Two new Welcome to Goodview Signs will soon be installed – one near Ken’s Auto Body and the other as close to Hwy 61 on County Rd 32 as we can get. These have been paid for by a donation from the Goodview Activity Group
· The City had seven building permits for new home construction in 2017. We are hoping for continued growth in 2018.

Mr. Dennis Meyer moved and Mr. Charlie Andring seconded to adjourn. All voted aye and the motion carried.
