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The meeting was called to order by Mr. Dick Ledebuhr at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:	Mr. Dick Ledebuhr, Ms. Ashley Czaplewski, Mr. Charlie Andring, and Ms. Alice Zimmer were present.  

City Staff Present:	City Administrator Mr. Dan Matejka, Ms. Donna Mack of CEDA, and Ms. Melissa Gerry, Receptionist-Secretary.

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Ms. Czaplewski moved and Mr. Andring seconded to approve the agenda for the meeting. All voted aye and the motion carried. 

Mr. Andring moved and Ms. Czaplewski seconded to approve the minutes of both the May 9, 2018 regular meeting and the May 30, 2018 special meeting. All voted aye and the motion carried. 

New Business:
· Ms. Donna Mack’s Goodview EDA Coordinator’s Report was shared with the Board.  There were no questions or concerns.
· Mr. Matejka brought to light that there is nothing in the EDA’s current by-laws that addresses either a vacancy on the Board (applicant requirements) or the length of a Board Member’s term.  He reviewed Resolution No. 0945 and Minnesota Statute 469.095 with the Board.   It appears that Board Member terms should be 6 years with those who are also on the City Council being 4 years (to run concurrently with their Council term).   Discussion ensued.  Ms. Czaplewski motioned and Ms. Zimmer seconded to accept the EDA Board requirement of “must be a Goodview resident or employed with a business that is located or has locations within Goodview”.  All voted aye and the motion carried.  The EDA by-laws will be updated to state that EDA Board terms are 6 years with those who are also on the City Council being  4 years as well as applicant requirements.  A draft of the revised by-laws will be given to the Board for review at their next meeting to be held in September.
· The Board discussed possible nominations for the EDA’s 2018 Business Appreciation Award.  Ms. Czaplewski’s thoughts are that Rocco’s Pizza may be a good business to choose due to their current renovations and use of the EDA’s Façade Improvement Program.   Modern Ready Mix is another long-term business in Goodview.  A business will be selected at the next meeting in September.  Ms. Mack will find out when Small Business Week is – she thought that it was in November.  If it is this would be a good time to give the award.  Ms. Mack mentioned doing a press release in both the Winona Daily News and Winona Post on Rocco’s after all of the re-modeling and renovations are completed that gives information on our Façade Improvement Program and how they used funding from the City to help.
· Ms. Czaplewski moved and Mr. Andring seconded to approve Resolution No. 0004, a resolution requesting that the common council of the City of Goodview, MN levy taxes for the Goodview Economic Development Authority.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
· Mr. Matejka shared the EDA’s Financial Reports through December 31, 2017 AND June 30, 2018.  The 2017 statement is the recently audited version.  There is roughly $103,000 sitting in the EDA account at this time.
· An EDA Board application from Mr. Jim Vrchota of Merchants Bank was reviewed.  Mr. Vrchota is the only applicant at this time for Dennis Meyer’s vacancy. Mr. Vrchota currently is a member of the Goodview Community Leadership Committee.  Ms. Czaplewski feels that he would be a good asset, especially with his banking background and experience on other EDA boards.  Ms. Czaplewski moved and Ms. Zimmer seconded to approve the recommendation of Jim Vrchota to the EDA Board.  All voted aye and the motion carried.  Mr. Matejka will speak with Mr. Vrchota before approaching the City Council to make sure he understands that the term runs for 6 years.  

Old Business:
· Denial letters from both the 2018 Local Trail Connections Grant Program, and the 2018 Federal Recreational Trail Program were shared with the Board.  Ms. Mack inquired as to whether the Board wants her to apply for other funding programs that may be available for the bike trail project.  The Board is in agreement that it does not hurt to apply for others.  

Other Business. 
· Mr. Ledebuhr stated that Rocco’s porch addition will be a nice update to the Goodview restaurant. Ms. Mack shared that Rocco’s is expanding the kitchen as well to accommodate the increase in take-out and delivery orders.
· The Board reviewed a payment request from Joel Anacabe for reimbursement under the Facade Improvement Program for signage.  The signage is under the minimum cost under the Facade program.  Ms. Mack and Mr. Matejka inquired if the Board would be willing to move Mr. Anacabe’s application and reimbursement from the Façade Program to the Micro-Grant Program.  The Micro-Grant Program guidelines are a better fit.  Ms. Zimmer moved and Ms. Czaplewski seconded to recommend Mr. Anacabe’s request for reimbursement under the Micro-Grant Program.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Mr. Andring moved and Ms. Czaplewski seconded to adjourn. All voted aye and the motion carried.
