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The virtual meeting was called to order by Mr. Dick Ledebuhr at 5:00 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:  Mr. Dick Ledebuhr, Ms. Ashley Czaplewski, Mr. Charlie Andring, and Ms. Alice Zimmer were present.  

City Staff Present:  City Administrator Mr. Dan Matejka, and Ms. Donna Mack of CEDA

Others Present:  Mr. Jim Vrchota and Ms. Deb Krakow

The Pledge of Allegiance was said.

Mr. Andring moved and Ms. Zimmer seconded to approve the agenda for the meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Ms. Zimmer moved and Mr. Andring seconded to approve the minutes of the May 27, 2020 regular meeting.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

New Business:
a.) Discussion took place concerning the creating of a Community Foundation for Goodview and the pros and cons of both the Southern MN Initiative Foundation (SMIF) and the Winona Community Foundation (WCF).  Deb Krakow of the Goodview Business Association (GBA) said her group believes the creation of a local Foundation would be a good move and they would support it.  She also gave her personal opinion that Goodview would potentially get lost in the WCF.  Mr. Ledebuhr agreed with Ms. Krakow on both accounts.  Ms. Czaplewski likes SMIF because they specialize in small cities.  Ms. Zimmer also likes SMIF because of what they said during their presentation about pairing Goodview with other small cities to accomplish specific goals.  She also likes the fact they offer training and networking opportunities.  Ms. Mack pointed out that she did have a conversation with Ms. Nancy Brown of the WCF after her presentation, and Ms. Brown agreed that if her organization was going to start including area cities it may need to change its name to be more regional in nature.  Ms. Mack went onto to say the majority of the cities CEDA represents have Foundations under SMIF.  She also voiced a concern that with the WCF we are new, so how would we know if it is being run correctly, while SMIF is involved statewide and has a big team to guide us and babysit us as we go along.  Mr. Vrchota’s thoughts are if we are the first city the WCF has, we may get a few extra perks to start out with.  Where with SMIF we may get lost in all the other cities.  He agreed SMIF has more experience and tools working with cities, but we may be treated nicer with the WCF because we are basically local to them.  Ms. Mack suggested we maybe have the WCF submit a proposal so we can compare apples to apples with SMIF.  It was finally decided that because the WCF was only able to present to the group virtually, we should invite them to attend the September meeting to give them an opportunity to present in-person and have a question and answer session. 
b) Ms. Mack gave the EDA Coordinator’s Report detailing what she has been working on.  She indicated the majority of her time in all of her cities has been working on various grant and loan programs for small businesses affected by the COVID-19.
c) Mr. Andring moved and Ms. Zimmer seconded to approve Resolution No. 0006, A Resolution requesting that the Common Council of the City of Goodview, MN levy taxes for the Goodview Economic Development Authority.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
d) The Board briefly discussed the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act (CARES Act) funds the City is due to receive. Mr. Matejka indicated the City is scheduled to receive around $314,000 to be used toward expenses, but past and future, related to COVID.  He went onto say that the possible uses of these funds are still being developed, and he is planning to participate in a few webinars to get more information.  Ms. Mack indicated a few of her cities are potentially going to use at least a part of their funds for grants to small businesses affected by the virus.   
e) Ms. Zimmer moved and Mr. Andring seconded to approve the Financial Reports through June 30, 2020.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
f) Mr. Andring suggested the EDA’s 2020 Business Appreciation Award should go to Mississippi Welders.  The other business mentioned was Knitcraft.  The final choice will be decided at the September meeting. 

Old Business:
	Mr. Matejka indicated he talked with both Mr. Josh Harrison (Knitcraft) and Ms. Angela Modjeski (Merchants Bank) about the opening created by Mr. Vrchota’s leaving the EDA Board.  Both said they were interested, and probably would fill out applications to be considered.  This topic will be back on the September agenda.  Mr. Matejka did inform the Board that the League of MN Cities did say it was okay to have Mr. Vrchota continue serving the Board as a special consultant.  So, Ms. Zimmer moved and Mr. Andring seconded to have Mr. Vrchota continue in that capacity.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Other Business:
Mr. Ledebuhr mentioned the topic of the City having its own zip code again.  He said he understands it is a process to potentially get one, but wanted the topic to stay active as he indicated he heard from a new business in Hub Mil, which is obviously in Goodview, but it has a MN City mailing address.  He said maybe we would have to concede to not getting a new zip code, but to have all properties that pay their property taxes to the City of Goodview have a 55987 zip code and get them away from the MN City zip code of 55959.  He also mentioned he heard Borkowski Towing bought the old Mississippi Welders building on Sixth Street.

Mr. Andring moved and Ms. Czaplewski seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
