The meeting, which was virtual, was called to order by Mr. Dick Ledebuhr at 5:30 p.m.

Upon Roll Call:	Mr. Dick Ledebuhr, Mr. Charlie Andring, and Ms. Ashley Czaplewski were present.  Ms. Alice Zimmer was absent.  

Others Present:	City Administrator Mr. Dan Matejka, Ms. Donna Mack of CEDA, and Mr. Jim Vrchota.

New Business: 
a) The Board discussed the draft of a new Emergency COVID-19 Loan program to help local small businesses that have been hit hard due to the virus and the various shutdowns.  Ms. Mack stated she believes there is a true need in the community for such a program.  A program that is much simpler and a program specifically for Goodview’s small businesses.  She indicated she could probably name five businesses who would at least explore the program.  The discussion surrounding a Loan Review Committee concluded with the EDA Board granting the authority of approving submitted loans, who meet all the criteria, directly without the need to have any submitted loans go before the EDA Board as a whole, which would draw out the process and the timeliness of the funds actually getting in the hands of the business.  It was decided the Loan Committee will be made up of Mr. Andring (EDA & City Councilmember), Ms. Zimmer (EDA member), Mr. Vrchota (Consultant to the EDA Board), Mr. Matejka (City Administrator), and Ms. Mack (EDA Coordinator).  It was suggested to have the City Attorney work with the City Administrator to draw up all the Loan Agreement papers.  Ms. Czaplewski moved and Mr. Andring seconded to approve the Emergency COVID-19 Loan Program documents as presented.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
b) Because of the Governor’s current Stay at Home order is set to expire on May 17 at 11:59 p.m., which is after the next regularly scheduled EDA meeting on May 13, Mr. Andring moved and Ms. Czaplewski seconded to change the meeting to Wednesday, May 27, 2020 starting at 5:00 p.m. to potentially see if having the meeting on that date would allow in person availability.  If it doesn’t the meeting on the 27th would be virtual.  All voted aye and the motion carried.

Mr. Andring moved and Ms. Czaplewski seconded to adjourn.  All voted aye and the motion carried.
